Apprenticeship Beauty Therapy

you work in beauty therapy and want to gain a
recognised qualification in the field.

NvaQ 3 Beauty Therapy

You will need at least 3 GCSEs grade
C or above in English language,
maths and science or equivalent, or
Level 1 in Beauty Therapy.
